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Guest speaker

Today Stavros introduced James Porteous, Managing Editor of the CSIRO magazine ECOS ...
who's currently trying his hand at polo with Stav!

The ECOS magazine, established in 1971, underwent a national re-launch in 2003 which led to its
leadership increasing from people with a research background to general readers, and covers
sustainability issues across environment, industry and community.

James told us that all levels of society should be involved in maintaining the health of the planet,
and we need to shift our habits, as life on Earth depends on us living within the limits of the health of
the environment. ECOS magazine aims to communicate sustainability issues and bring
understanding of the problems, how they’re evolving, and how to make changes.

Today, science and social and economic researchers are working together, and environmental
impacts are factored into costs. Companies are becoming environmentally responsible, which is
connected to social sustainability and the ‘Triple Bottom Line.” The number of companies becoming
environmentally responsibile is increasing in Australia, but we still lag behind.

James advised that sustainability is inherent to most of our current challenges, including climate
change, energy use and supply issues (including oil, nuclear energy and renewables), urbanisation
(population, transport, infrastructure), water, etc. ECOS offers both sides of the argument, and
everyone has a part to play in sustainability at home and at work.

James had an interesting wallpaper on his laptop, which showed a picture of rocks in Antarctica that
had been heated by the sun, causing ice in the surrounding water to melt, and leaving the rock
standing on a “pedestal” of the part of the rock which didn’t melt ... a fascinating picture!

We heard about Tuvalu, which is only 50cm above sea level, which, due to global warming and
rising sea levels, has caused inhabitants to be moved to New Zealand ... the first environmental
refugees.

We also heard that increased acidity of the world’s oceans, due to the take up of carbon dioxide
from the atmosphere, causes sea creatures such as corals and shell fish to suffer -- the higher
levels of acidity make it difficult for them to form and maintain their skeletons and shells.

James suggested that financial incentives are required to reduce the usage of power, water, etc.
The fact that the companies that provide these resources must report to sharedholders creates a
barrier to this type of environmental sustainability.
