Guest speaker 
 
Today we heard from Rotarian and former Governor General, Rev Dr Peter Hollingworth about the PACE 
program.  Peter is a member of the Rotary Club of Melbourne, which locks you out if you’re late! 
 
PACE -- Partnerships Advancing Community Engagement. The PACE program started around 1 year ago, 
through a 22 year old woman named Courtney Scala, a gradudate of Harvard and Rotary Research Fellow, 
who did her masters in social policy at Melbourne Uni. 
 
Peter said that Brunswick is a good area for a pilot of the project. The PACE program is more community 
service based, and not a project of fundraising.  Peter said they don't want to burden hard working clubs, and 
a different kind of involvement is needed. 
 
The program looks at processes taking place in the community and determines key players driving 
community engagement.  Rotary needs to work in partnership with these key players, and all need to be part 
of integrated community building project, which is the primary goal of PACE. 
 
For the first 12 months four pilot projects will be run, from different areas, and probably doing different things. 
Those areas are: 
 

 Collingwood  Brunswick 
 Melbourne  Bendigo, which is an important regional club with significant projects driven by Rotary 

 
 

 Participating clubs need to look at what each club member brings to the club, ie skills, background, 
contacts, and how can this be used for community building. 

 The next task is to look outwards -- engage the local community, find out who is doing what in the 
community, and the challenges and difficulties that are a recurring theme for all local organisations in 
Brunswick/Moreland, ie what needs to be done to resolve community issues. 

 The final task is to take action and form partnerships – Peter feels that this is “a great opportunity for 
Rotary clubs to be in the frontline of taking initiative.”  He knows from his previous roles that Rotary 
has a good name around the world. 

 
The Brotherhood of St Laurence is available to help with research in the community. The project offers an 
opportunity to touch base with local governments. The Department of Victorian Community are excited about 
the project as it fits with their objective to “build a fairer Victoria.” The Department have offices working with 
local communities and can assist clubs.  Reportedly Minister Thwaites is excited because Rotary “leads the 
way” with community volunteering. 
 
Ron brought up in “question time” about a website he found when looking up the PACE project – on 
checking afterwards, the site you found Ron was a US government website, and obviously nothing to do with 
this Rotary PACE project! 
 
Ray mentioned his involvement with the Fitzroy Bowls Club, how it had been bankrupt, but got up and 
running again (and very successful) through a similar process as the PACE program, ie through community 
involvement. The club raised $2500 in one night, and received a Club of the Year nomination.

ROMAC is an Australia wide Rotary initiative having started in 1985.  We bring children under 15 years of 
age in from overseas for operations that saves their lives or restore dignity where previously there had been 
none. 
 
Patients in Pacific Rim countries are referred to ROMAC by visiting Australian or local doctors so that 
ROMAC is now well known in overseas communities and medical circles.  The Prime Minister of East Timor 
has recently commented on our work.   ROMAC is probably the most publicised aspect of Rotary in Australia 
and has featured on the several current affairs programs, Jon Faine on ABC etc.  
 
Ethnic communities often run ROMAC fundraisers and earlier this year the Vietnamese community raised 
$25000 and as recently as Saturday 16th Sept the Solomon Island community raised $8500.  
 
ROMAC is seeking greater participation of Clubs and this is the first of a number of newsletters giving you a 
background to this Rotary project.
