Guest speaker 
 
Our guest speaker today was Colin Macfarlane from Operation Cleft, and the Rotary Club of Box Hill 
Central.  Operation Cleft started 15 months ago, and is a joint venture between the Glencoe Foundation 
and RC Box Hill Central.  Local surgeons operate on cleft lip and cleft palate, some of those being very 
severe. 
 
The cost, which includes surgery, hospital fees, medication and sometimes transport from the village to 
the hospital is between $100 and $200.  100% of donations goes towards the surgeries, while 
fundraising, travel expenses, etc are covered by the Glencoe Foundation and RC Box Hill Central. 
 
Operation Cleft’s target this year is $160,000.  As at October 10th, they were at $157,000 with another 
$1000 committed, leaving $2000 more to raise.  This figure translates to more than 1000 childrens’ lives 
being changed. 
 
The Glencoe Foundation was started in 2002 by Colin, as a personal project.  It encourages motivated 
young people to realise their potential.  It’s projects include a child with cerebral palsy in Cape York, a 
scholarship program for vocational school computer training in Vietnam (where there are now 1400 
students learning basic computer skills in Hanoi), a micro credit project in Bangladesh, provision of basic 
school needs for children in Zambia, amongst many others.  Colin says that not a lot of money is 
required to do these projects, it just needs to be directed specifically to those projects. 
 
There is an estimated 140,000 untreated cleft problems in Bangladesh, and 3,000 to 4,000 children are 
born each year with cleft problems.  Sufferers cannot eat or speak properly, and many go deaf from 
infections.  When the program initially started, a contact in Bangladesh drove a microphone van around 
announcing the operations.  130 people turned up, of which 101 were operated on.  For patients who 
have cleft lip and palete problems, surgeons operate first on the lip, then the palate around 12 months 
later.  Often the problem is genetic, sometimes from marriages too close. 
 
The people of Bangladesh are very poor, many earning around only $1 per day.  The reaction of the 
parents to how their children appear after surgery is very rewarding.  One father fainted!  Patients are 
sent home with medication, and instructions on what to do if problems occur.  The operations impact on 
the whole family, bringing happiness to everyone. 
 
The local surgeon is highly qualified, having studied plastic surgery in Melbourne, and reconstructive 
surgery in the US.  He now trains other surgeons, and has connections to others who can help.  He 
earns around $300 US per month as a top plastic surgeon.  Currently up to 150 patients are being 
operated on per month.

Afu Fan (East Timor).   Afu arrived with a very serious spinal tumour and has now had two 
operations.  Surgeons were concerned about Afu’s second operation as it involved complex 
surgery around key nerves and blood vessels. After a twelve hour procedure involving two surgical 
teams the good news is that it is a total success.   When Afu arrived he could not walk and was 
basically skin and bone.  He was a near quadriplegic and was almost certainly headed for death 
within a short period. He now looks forward to a normal life span without physical handicap. A real 
ROMAC accomplishment. 
  
Shaneil Patel.    (Zimbabwe). This patient was operated on at RCH for a leg deformity 
which made walking and living a normal life impossible.  He is now being looked after in 
Ararat.  First post op review in late November but reports look good and he will live a quality life. 
  
Samantha Ata.    (Solomon's). Doctors at RCH have corrected Samantha’s dangerous blood 
condition and are confident future treatment can be administered by local doctors.    Returns home 
late Nov.
