Guest speaker 
 
Bryan Wearne, General Manager of Goonawarra Golf Club spoke to us tonight, and was most entertaining!  
Bryan became a pro golfer in 1976, winning the South Australian PGA in 1982.  Bryan is originally from 
Frankston, and at the end of secondary school, given the other 2 end of year activities were of no interest to 
him, he took part in some golf. 
 
In those days, to become a pro golfer you had to work in a golf shop for 3 years (these days there are 2 ways 
to become a pro), and Bryan then worked as a volunteer at a Peninsula golf club for 7 months, until he 
caught one of the Directors “showing his young secretary how to play golf!”  He then moved on to spend one 
year at Huntingdale Golf Club, moving in with his girlfriend … the Manager’s daughter!  Box Hill Golf Club 
was Bryan’s next stop, where he had five years of good practice. 
 
In1979 Bryan entered his first professional event in New South Wales, coming 30th, winning $63 and 
spending a lot more on accommodation and living expenses!  A couple of weeks later in South Australia, he 
came around the 30th mark again, but won $600.  He then drove from SA to Bendigo to see his girlfriend, on 
his way to another tournament in Sydney, but hd to spend the $600 on alternative travel arrangements when 
his car broke down! 
 
At one tournament, after numerous Whiskey and Cokes the previous night, and telling himself to hit to the 
right, not the left (which he’d been doing consistently), and in 39 degree heat, he scored a 3 under par.  On 
the second day, this time in 42 degree heat, and still with Whiskey and Cokes under his belt, he scored a 
fantastic 6 under, bringing his final score to 9 under and setting a course record! 
 
In Singapore in 1980, Bryan played with a Burmese and a Japanese player, 3 Chinese caddies, none of 
which could speak English.  Bryan said it was a very quiet game, but the hand signals were terrific!  At a 
subseqeunt tournament in Taiwan the Burmese player was unable to attend due to politics between the two 
countries. 
 
Bryan was now working in Singapore, where a new 9 hole course was built, which had previously been a 
pony club.  4000 places at a cost of $400 each were provided, and being the cheapest course at the time, 
interest was very high.  On the course’s opening day, there were so many people that the police were 
required, and Bryan spent the next 2 years or so testing the 4000 applicants, due to the fact that people 
couldn’t simply join, they had to be able to play. 
 
During this time Bryan and the management of the course had their own clubs made, with a brand name 
ADB100, the ADB being the inititals of the chaps involved.  When asked by players what it stood for, they 
came up with “Articulately Designed Better!”  The clubs sold fast, even with a 500% markup. 
 
Bryan had been working 6.5 days per week, from 8am to 11pm teaching players, in 35 degree heat, and 
came back to Australia with his wife when she fell pregnant.  He became manager at Heathcote Golf Club, 
then at Seymour, where he was told that he would be managing the course 90% of the time and the pokies 
10% of the time … but it ended up being the reverse. 
 
Unbenown to him, Bryan’s name had been put down for management of the Goonawarra Golf Club, and 
approved, before he found out!  One of the more interesting things he has had to deal with was 120 sheep 
on the course.  Bryan’s time at Goonie has seen him wear many hats, including barman, roof repairer, …. 
 
Goonawarra Golf Club has recycled water it can use on the course, however they’re having pump and pipe 
problems.  Using a summer cooch grass helps reduce water requirements, and some other clubs use bore 
water, while others have dams … and others request exemption from restrictions.

The Man Who Hated Christmas 
  
Welcome to the first edition of our Town & Country Weekly Newsletter for calendar year 2007. Margaret and I hope that 
you have all enjoyed a peaceful and happy Christmas and are still abiding by all those New Year resolutions that you 
have made. 
  
Before the memory of Christmas fades away I would like to leave you with the following story. This is the story of the man 
who hated Christmas. I came upon this some time ago, from where I do not know, but it touched me like I hope it will 
touch you. 
  
It was just a small white envelope stuck among the branches of the Christmas tree. No name, no identification, no 
inscription. It had peeked through the branches for the last ten years or so. 
  
Mike was the Dad in the family and it all began because Mike hated Christmas. Oh, not the true meaning of Christmas, 
but the commercial aspects of it. The overspending, the frantic running around at the last minute to get a tie for Uncle 
Harry and the Talcum Powder for Grandma, gifts given in desperation because you couldn't think of anything else. 
Knowing that he felt this way, Mike's wife, Nancy wanted to get something special just for Mike this Christmas. The 
inspiration came in an unusual way. 
  
Mike and Nancy had three sons. Their son Kevin was 12 that year. Shortly before Christmas, the school he attended 
arranged an end of year sporting match with a team sponsored by a church across town. Kevin's team turned up with 
their coach, their new equipment and neat sporting outfits. The other team were a ragtag lot in motley outfits and no 
proper gear. 
  
Kevin's team thrashed them. Mike shook his head sadly. "I wish they could have done better. They have the potential but 
losing like this could take the heart out of them".  
  
Mike loved kids and he knew them having coached a number of junior teams over the years. That's when the idea for the 
present came. That afternoon, Nancy went to a local sporting goods store and bought an assortment of sporting gear 
and sent it anonymously to the church who arranged the other team. 
  
On Christmas Eve, Nancy placed an envelope on the tree, the note inside telling Mike what she had done, and that was 
Mike's gift from Nancy. Mike's smile was the brightest thing about Christmas in that family that year and in succeeding 
years and for each Christmas, Nancy followed the tradition, one year sending a group of disabled children to a show, 
another, a cheque to a family whose home had burnt down a week before Christmas - and so on. 
  
The envelope became the highlight of Christmas in that house. It was always the last thing opened on Christmas 
morning and the children, ignoring their new toys, would stand with wide-eyed anticipation as their Dad lifted the 
envelope from the tree to reveal its contents. As the children grew up, the toys gave way to more practical presents but 
the envelope never lost its allure. 
  
The story doesn't end there. Then came the year that Mike died from cancer. Nancy was still so wrapped in grief that she 
barely got the tree up. But Christmas Eve found her placing an envelope on the tree and in the morning it was joined by 
three more. Each of the boys, unbeknown to the others, had placed an envelope on the tree for their Dad. 
  
The tradition has grown and some day will expand even further when grandchildren, standing around the tree with wide-
eyed anticipation, will watch as their fathers take down the envelope. 
  
Mike's spirit, like the spirit of Christmas, will be always with them. 
  
What did you do at Christmas time for someone completely outside your circle? Surely you could think of at least one 
person in real need? 
  
I hope that we can all take inspiration from this story and use it to remind ourselves of what we can do to Lead the Way

Below is our ROMAC Information bulletin #4.  We would be pleased if you could print these paragraphs in 
your weekly bulletin.  This will allow your club members to know some more about the excellent humanitarian 
work ROMAC is doing. 
 
Many overseas medical groups know of ROMAC plus Australian medical teams visiting overseas countries 
know they can refer the more difficult cases to ROMAC.   Once the referral has been approved, the patient 
and carer undergo a medical check.  If highly contagious diseases such as  TB and HIV are present, the 
person cannot enter Australia.  
  
One repercussion of having children from remote areas is problems with teeth infection.  It is common for 
surgeons to insist on a patient having all their infected first teeth removed before an operation.  This is very 



 

common with heart cases.  Two recent heart patients had ten and sixteen teeth removed.   ROMAC 
facilitates this.     
  
It is also common for the medical records that accompany the patient to be inadequate and commonly a full 
scale medical review is needed prior to an operation.     
  
Our two current patients in Melbourne are  Kolara from Fiji and Lavaena from Nauru. Kolara was a very ill 
little girl under 1YO and required urgent life saving, open heart surgery.   It was a major operation but it's 
great to report that Kolara is now on track to recovery and the living a normal life.     Lavaena is a very under 
weight 2YO and needs very specialised treatment on her heart and is due for an operation on 29th Jan.   
She has seen the surgeons and they are predicting a successful outcome.  Anther patient, Shaneil, is in 
Ararat and has had major leg surgery.  Again we are pleased to report on good progress.  He is now walking 
and getting further each day.     
  
As always, ROMAC is delighted to receive donations from clubs.
