Guest speaker 
 
Our guest speaker today was David Earley. 
 
David runs his own practice, is a qualified general insurance advisor and financial advisor.  He works in two 
distinct lines, general insurance and life insurance.  His license fees for the year, which he must pay before 
he can do any work, is around $90,000. David’s worked in the industry for 23 years, and is very passionate 
about insurance.  David is a risk specialist. 
 
Most people believe that insurance is a necessary evil.  We must have a good insurance broker in case 
anything goes wrong!  Recently in Maribyrnong there were two major fires, one costing around $2m and the 
other around $1.5m.  The buildings have been scuttled, and David estimates it will be 2-3 years before 
rebuilding commences.  The insurance broker didn’t put the right program in place for this client, leaving the 
client with a very big problem!  If you’re a tenant or business next door to a fire, and your premises is 
damaged also, if you have the wrong policy you have a problem. 
 
David’s worked in the local environment and corporate scene, working for some of the major corporations 
including Omo, which was owned by Malaysians.  Having a meeting with the Malaysians proved to be quite 
daunting- it was at the Como Centre, and David walked into board room, expecting a couple of people, to 
find there were 12 or 13 people!  Some of these people held honours the equivalent of knighthood. 
 
David is a business insurance expert, specialising in that field, which includes superannuation/partnership 
protection, etc.  He works appx 120 hours per week.  He just got out of second nasty partnership… and is of 
the opinion that some accountants poos do stink!  Some of the policies David organises cost the client up to 
$750k per annum, and he doesn’t deal with small companies. 
 
David said some accountants do a short course and become financial planners, however the field is too 
complex them to know everything, and to do accounting as well. 
 
The strangest insurance cover David had to organise was for his brother in law, who does ice sculpting.  In 
Tasmania the biggest squid was caught (which I believe is at our aquarium) and which had to be solidified in 
an ice block.  The block weighed 5 or 6 tonnes and took months to prepare.  It had to be chilled first, 
chemically preserved, ice had to be correct so that the solidification would last for a period of time.  Those 
involved are trying to find another squid to send to Malaysia, which needs insurance in case of liability, eg 
bacteria escaping. 
 
David agreed that litigation is a big cause of high insurance premiums.  Many insurance companies don’t like 
to pay out claims, and David has to go after them very hard!
