They walked from Sydney to Melbourne

HOW is still a bit of a mystery?

For isn’t Rotary, a bunch of old blokes?

They built a health centre in Manila
They established a sheltered workshop
They walked from Sydney to Melbourne

And fund-raised NON STOP

They run dances for elderly citizens, for they are not old
They’re busy and successful and brave and bold

I've enjoyed hearing their stories, and sharing their pain
Anyone who comes to our club will learn there is a lot to gain

The theme of Rotary this year is “Rotary Shares”
The unofficial theme of our club is “Rotary Cares”

The construction was part
of an intense competition in
New York for the title of the
world’s tallest building at the
time. Two other projects, 40
Wall Street and the Chrysler
Building, were still under
construction when work
began on the Empire State
Building,

Steel for the building was
delivered hot from the
foundry, and the 3,500
workers constructed the 102
storey building without scaf-
folding or harnesses. Labour

was cheap during the Great
Depression and the building
cost $5 million below budget.

In July 1945 a B25 bomber
accidentally crashed into the
building, and 14 people were
killed. The elevator operator
(Betty Lou Oliver) survived a
75 storey plunge.

In 1964, floodlights were
added to illuminate the top
of the building at night, in
colours chosen to match
seasonal and other events,
such as Christmas.

According to Wikipedia,
120 Collins Street here in
Melbourne, built in post-
modern style, pays homage
to New York’s Empire State
Building and is probably
the most similar modern

building.

The Empire State Build-

ing remained the tallest
skyscraper in the world for
arecord 41 years. Follow-
ing the Sept 11 attacks, it is
once again New YorK’s tallest
building.

Eric highlighted the lessons
learned that can be applied
to business: careful planning,
fast implementation, “doing
it right the first time” and
innovation.

We found out during ques-
tions after Eric’s speech

that the building’s mast was
originally intended to be a
mooring point for airships,
but that plan proved impracti-
cal because of strong winds on
top of the building.

Rotary Theme

WILFRID ]. WILKINSON, 2007-
08 RI president, has launched
the new Rotary year as the
year to “say yes to Rotary” The
RI theme, Rotary Shares, is a
reflection of his commitment
to share Rotary with others
through service and recruit-
ing new members.

Wilkinson, a member of

the Rotary Club of Tren-

ton, Ontario, Canada, sees
the concept of sharing as

a motivating force behind
Rotary work. “In choosing
this theme, I thought about
how much of Rotary is about
sharing. We share our time,
we share our talents, we share
our money with others who
need our help,” he told incom-
ing district governors at the
2007 International Assembly
in February.

“In Rotary, sharing doesn’t
mean giving away what
you have to spare, what you
don’t need for yourself,” he
explained. “Sharing means
giving of yourself, selflessly,
for the good of others.”

Wilkinson has chosen to
continue immediate past pres-
ident Bill Boyd’s emphases

of water, health and hunger,
literacy, and family of Rotary.
“These basic needs have been
at the forefront of Rotary’s
efforts for several years now,
he says. “And I hope that they
will continue, because with
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clean water, good health, and
the ability to read and write,
so many of the people who
need help will find the ability
to help themselves.”

In a time of dwindling partici-
pation in service organisa-
tions worldwide, Wilkinson
emphasises the importance of
commitment to membership
expansion. “It’s not always an
easy thing to invite someone
into Rotary. Too often, we
hear no. And no one likes

to hear no. It’s easy to get
discouraged. But you have to
expect those no’s, and know
when to ask again — and
when to move on to find a yes
somewhere else”

Equally important to Rotary’s
future, says Wilkinson,

is attention to programs

for youth. “Working to
strengthen our programs for
youth helps ensure a new
generation of responsible,
ethical, and volunteer-minded
people. [They] are our link to
the future of Rotary which we
ourselves will not see”

New e-mail

scam targets
Rotarians

UNFORTUNATELY a recent
e-mail scam, and some other
forms of Internet fraud, have
been targeting Rotarians and
misusing Rotary information.

The latest e-mail scam,
brought to RT’s attention by
Rotarians who received the
messages, is an e-mail that
falsely claims to be from the
International Computer Users
Fellowship of Rotarians. The
sender of these e-mails claims
that the recipients won a raffle
and that all winners are asked
to donate 10 percent of their
prize to a Rotary project. It
also claims the best project
will receive a prize from The
Rotary Foundation.

RI is aware of these schemes
and encourages Rotarians to
be vigilant about deleting any
e-mail that appears suspi-
cious. Rotary International
does not solicit funds via
e-mail, nor does it request
that personal information be
updated via e-mail or other
electronic means.

Learning About Rotary:
Approach and Programs

The Four-Way
Test

FROM THE EARLIEST days of
the organisation, Rotarians
were concerned with promot-
ing high ethical standards in
their professional lives. One
of the world’s most widely
printed and quoted statements
of business ethics is The Four-
Way Test, which was created
in 1932 by Rotarian Herbert J.
Taylor (who later served as RI

president) when he was asked
to take charge of a company
that was facing bankruptcy.

This 24-word test for employ-
ees to follow in their busi-
ness and professional lives
became the guide for sales,
production, advertising, and
all relations with dealers and
customers, and the survival
of the company is credited to
this simple philosophy.

Adopted by Rotary in 1943,
The Four-Way Test asks the
following four questions:

“Of the things we think, say
or do:

1. Is it the TRUTH?

2. Is it FAIR to all
concerned?

3. Will it build GOOD-
WILL and BETTER
FRIENDSHIPS?

4. Will it be BENEFICIAL to
all concerned?”

Rotary Youth
Leadership
Awards (RYLA)

THE ROTARY Youth Leader-
ship Award (RYLA) program
is a week-long residential
personal development
program for young people
aged 18-25, which focuses
on self-leadership and
community.

RYLA provides an opportu-
nity for young people from a
diverse range of backgrounds
to come together to gain

a better understanding of
their own strengths and the
unique qualities and abilities
of others.

The program is delivered

by young people for young
people and is held in Decem-
ber each year.

Participants can nominate
themselves to participate, or
be nominated by their local
Rotary club. The selection
process includes a written
application.
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
