Guest Speaker 
DG John Davis
Cheryle introduced our 
guest speaker, District Gover-
nor John Davis.
DJ John mentioned he also 
prefers lunchtime meetings! 
He acknowledged the connec-
tion between his own club, 
Footscray, and ours, in the 
Liver Cell project.
He believes the strength of 
our District is our clubs, 
and referred to the range 
of District help available. 
Membership is the big area to 
tackle over coming years, and 
DG John reckons our club 
could be at a strength of about 
40 members in the next few 
years. He also encourages us 
to develop more vocational-
based programs.
Youth-based activities, such 
as our Youth Art Exhibition 
and the Brunswick Secondary 
College award help us fi nd the 
next generation of Rotarians, 
and is oft en the fi rst contact 

young people will ever have 
with Rotary.
DG John spoke on this year’s 
theme of “Rotary Shares” 
and how Rotary has endured 
for now 103 years, as well as 
the family of Rotary. He also 
demonstrated how Rotary has 
nearly won the polio battle, 
although Polio Plus still needs 
support to fi nish the job. 
Other programs such as water 
issues and the local Odyssey 
House project, literacy proj-
ects and ARHRF partnerships 
were also covered, amongst 
other Rotary programs.
Whilst Rotary has 1.25 
million members in 32,500 
clubs, and is represented in 
over 200 countries, there is 
still a great need to promote 
and grow Rotary. DG John 
encouraged us to visit the new 
District website and also the 
District newsletter... as well as 
next year’s fun and informa-
tive District Conference in 
Shepparton.
He also reminded us of the 
importance of supporting 
the Rotary Foundation, and 
thanked local Centurion 
program supporters.

Barrio in 2008
