David K reported that 
the Brunswick Secondary 
College poster competition 
underway with two graphic 
design classes. David and 
the council/school sub-
committee also inspected 
the Mechanics Institute to 
look at the practical issues. 
Th ere’ll be another meeting 
in one month, to choose 
poster winner and fi nalise 
co-ordination of the events.
Th ere’s tentatively a  
working bee planned for 
Monday 19 November, 
when we get access to the 
venue, to clean up and get 
it prepared. David will 
report on progress via 
Board meetings and the 
Bulletin.

Guest Speaker
Br Michael Lynch

Mal Dubock introduced 
our guest speaker this 
week. Mal reported 
that, amongst other 
recognitions, Michael is 
Monash University’s fi rst 
ever graduate. Michael 
has been principal of 
three colleges within the 
Salesian Order. His role 
now is leading the Salesian 
Missions, which he has 
been doing since 1997. In 
that time Michael has been 
to East Timor 21 times.
Michael said he was very 
pleased to be amongst 
friends. He was born in 
Moreland, and lived in 
Merlynston. He also went 
to St Ambrose in Dawson 
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Street from the ages of 8 
to 10 years old, and recalls 
getting off  the train and 
hitching a ride on a horse-
drawn wagon to save half 
the walking distance, albeit 
only about a block!
Michael thanked 
Brunswick Rotary for its 
very helpful support of 
Don Bosco over many 
years, including direct 
contributions such as the 
Van for the Op Shop in 
Sydney Road, along with 
the Tractors funding for 
Fuiloro.
Th e Salesians have been 
in East Timor since 1946, 
with more than 100 people 
directly involved across 
seven centres, including 
Fuiloro.
Michael reported on the 
government situation, and 
that there are presently 
100,000 internal refugees 
in East Timor, which is 
approximately 10 per cent 
of the population. Th ere’s a 
fair bit of nervous tension 
around given the current 
political climate.

At Fuiloro there is a Don 
Bosco run college with 
around 1200 enrolments, 
at both primary and 
secondary age levels. 
Secondary students are 
focused on agricultural 
education. Th e college is 
basically the local centre 
of community support and 
helps families across the 
entire district.
Th e school includes a major 
dairy project, launched by 
the Kiwanis, and lead by 
Kiwanis Club of Brighton. 
Th ere’s also a piggery, and 
as a good sign of the quality 
of the program, litters are 
up from around 2 to now 
being at 12-14.
Th ere’s also a poultry 
project, (involving 
neighbouring clubs in our 
Rotary D9800 district), and 
a vegetable garden.
Th e college’s tractors 
provide agricultural 
outreach to local farmers 
with around seven essential 
crops. Farmers pay for 
the assistance by a barter 
arrangement, giving a 
portion of their crop to the 
college.
Main problems
Th e local road network is 
not good for long distrance 
tractor travel; hard ground 
impacts on the wear and 
tear of the machinery, and 
constant break-downs 
mean delays (oft en with 
the distance to be covered 
back to the college) and 
a constant need for spare 
parts.
Overall there are 10 
tractors, and 5 are currently 
working. Our assistance 
is very much appreciated 
in Fuiloro. Our eff orts last 
year helped 472 families 

on farms around Fuiloro. 
Farms are around 0.25 to 
1 hectare (0.6 to 2.4 acres). 
Providing a good harvest 
not only helps with food 
necessities, but ensures 
self-sustainability, creates 
less demand for help and 
means there’s less incidence 
of theft . Overall, it boosts 
community pride and 
means local farmers are 
more motivated to work.
Still, many more farmers 
need help. Spare parts for 
the tractors are always 
required, and many parts 
are not available locally.
On balance, the seasons 
and soil are reasonable in 
Fuiloro. Fencing issues 
mean buff alo can be a 
problem; rats can also 
damage crops. But if 
ploughing occurs, generally 
crops are successful.
Michael summed up the 
situation saying that East 
Timor is still a “work in 
progress”. And with Dili 
closer to Darwin than 
Melbourne is to Sydney, we 
need to ensure we continue 
our strong support.
