Guest Speaker
Dr Vinay Rane

Health In The
Justice System

Barry introduced Vinay as
a “remarkable young lad”
with four law degrees and a
doctorate in medicine. He
is currently mixing ongoing
professional education with
his work and presentations.

Vinay’s presentation
centred on people in
custody, victims of crime
and also police officers.

There are around 4,000
prisoners in 13 prisons
in Victoria, with another
7,000 with community
correctional orders.

Health ramifications
include smoking (80%

of prisoners), Hepatitis

C, substance abuse,
cardiovascular risks,
socio-economic groups and
illness and access to health
care.

Hep C affects around 1%
of the overall community,
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but 50 to 60% of the prison
population.

Greater than a third of
prisoners have a mental
illness at some point
(around 25% have major
depression), and around
30% have attempted
suicide. This reflects the
environment to an extent,
which is quite desperate.

Vinay related his first
prison visit, and eagerness
to leave again.

Prison life often consists of
bullying, stand over tactics
(for acquiring drugs, even
after ingested by a new
prisoner), desperation and
‘cruel and unusual’ acts.

A quarter of prisoners
come from only 2.1% of
Victorian postcodes (over
600 total postcodes), and
50% from around 7% of
postcodes.

There is good news... there
is growing access to health
care, including dental
health, and there is now a
better chance to make an
impact in the least healthy
portion of the population.

OPENaid and
Burma

I am on the border
attempting to enter Burma,
and travel to Rangoon to
support our staff.

I am in regular contact
with staff and women in
our program in Rangoon
and Phugyi Village.
Because of the escalating
crisis, everyone is scared
to leave their homes, and
no one is selling vegetables
and food. Most people are
really struggling now to
meet daily food needs. No
drinking water is being
delivered at the moment
either.

Although the masses are
enthusiastically supporting
the protest, women in

our programs realize how
difficult life will become
with prolonged conflict
and the military regime
brutality cracking down on
citizens around Rangoon
and districts.

Our staft are doing
everything they can to
support defenceless citizens
risking their lives simply

to make their voice heard
to live in a country free of
oppression and extreme
poverty, which they have
been enduring for the past
19 years.

We are determined to
support them!

Dea Pe Nar (pictured) is
six years old. Now, in grade
1, Dea Pe Nar is attending
school because his mother
is making a little more
money with increased
crops and yields from a
small loan from OPENaid.

We are committed to
helping his family work
their way into a brighter
tuture.

Dea Pe Nar has four
brothers and one sister. His
little sister is still unable

to attend school. His
parents work extremely
hard everyday and will
receive another loan before
Christmas to lift income
again and hopefully, open
the door for Dea Pe Nar’s
sister to return to school.

Microfinance in
Tepprasit Slum

On the edges of Pattaya,
thousands of women,
children and families

live in slums. For them,
earning enough money for
children’s school fees and
food every day is never
easy.

The reality, for the vast
majority of young girls

in these slums, is a
constant pressure to enter
prostitution.

Wanna Jansri, another

girl we rescued from
prostitution, is now deeply
involved with OPENaid’s
program in Tepprasit slum.
The number of women in

this program is increasing,
with small loans between
2,000 baht (AU$71)

and 14,000 (AU$500)
now being loaned and
many new borrowers
interviewed.

Yesterday, Wanna
interviewed another group
of women in a new slum,

5 minutes from Tepprasit.
Borrowers are being
empowered to benefit and
improve their situation,
increasing their defenses
against sexual exploitation
and prostitution.

Borrower Prapai
Chakreyasut lives in
Tepprasit slum washing
clothes for women and
families there and in other
surrounding slums. With
her loan of 6,000 baht
(AU$214), she bought

a washing machine to
expand her business,
hopefully keeping her away

from prostitution forever.

Refusing to let their
daughters slip into
prostitution

Are we making progress in

fighting the flesh trade? Yes.

We are taking many small,
small steps, like our loans
program and initiatives in
slums, to help mothers and
young girls repel the forces
of sex-tourism.

People tell me daily that
girls already involved in

prostitution in Pattaya,
cannot be extracted.
Indeed, it’s extremely
tough work. OPENaid,
however, has shown that
through empowering girls
and equipping them with
the tools necessary to
survive, they can be saved
before the sex industry
controls them. We refuse
to give up on the victims of
prostitution.

Empowering girls to resist
submitting themselves

to prostitution, as well as
supportive actions to assist
girls to extract themselves
from prostitution, is our
goal in Pattaya.

In slums and in bars,
courageous women
are fighting against
sexual violence and
commercialized rape!

It never is too late! I
smiled with great joy
yesterday as I listened to
Wanna encourage a young
woman requesting a loan.
Wanna lovingly explained,
“If you want go somewhere
in your life, don’t sell your
body! Steps can be taken,
and you can do this. And
one day, you will be proud
of yourself”

I said these same words to
Wanna when I first met her
in a bar in February.
